The Easter lily, azalea, amaryllis, and other plants are toxic and even potentiz
lethal to cats. Lily-of-the-valley can also be cardio toxic to both dogs and cats.

Chocolate is toxic and can even be deadly for your pets, so make sure that all
chocolate Easter bunnies are kept out of reach.

Fertilizers and pesticides can be very harmful and even deadly to pets, so be
to keep these products away from your pets. Try to keep dogs from ingesting
of grass.

Make sure you are giving your pet a monthly flea and tick preventative. It is ve
important to read product labels carefully on all flea and tick medications as
misuse of such products can lead to acute toxicity in them. It is important ne)
to use a dog product on your cat, or vice versa.

Check with your veterinarian to see what he or she recommends in terms of h
worm prevention. Heartworm disease is transmitted by mosquitoes and can b
tal.

Dogs can have severe allergic reactions to insect bites. If you notice your do
coming acutely swollen in the muzzle, or developing hives, it is best to get him
treated as soon as possible. If left untreated, the inflammatory response can ¢
severe illness and respiratory distress.

Never leave your dog out in the sun too long. Dogs can get sunburned, just
people. Provide lots of shade for your pet, and always provide plenty of cool, ¢
water to prevent dehydration.
